food, are not observed;”

As you 
come into the presence of one another, you 
are the 2 witnesses. Yeshua is also the Yom

Joseph. Your time in the wilderness is coming to an end. He is becoming in your life, the “Ben David” 
and He is starting to rule and reign in your life as the Messiah, the incarnate Elohim. These are the 
times for Rev 11:15, it is being fulfilled. These are awesome times! The time in the prison just before 
Joseph became the 2nd in command of the entire known world.  
 

1. Exod 33:13; Favor, grace, then teach me your ways… Why? “So that I may continue to have Yahweh’s ‘Chesed & 
Chane’ in my life.” (Loving kindness & grace). 

2. Ex 33:14, “My presence will go with you.” This is His Sign to US, He will never leave you or forsake you, - Keep His 
life, His Word, His teachings, that’s upon you., Joshua 1:5; Deut 31:6; Heb 13:5. 

3. Ex 33:15, what will distinguish us from all the people of the earth? Exodus 12:23, Yahweh is looking for something, 
something that He commanded that will distinguish us from the world., They lived in Egypt, so do we, yet God found them 
because He looked for a sign!     

4. Do we have these  ‘Distinguishing Marks’?  Does pleading the Blood give you the mark of Yahweh? 

a. The Signs: The Sabbath; Exodus 31:13 & 17; Ezek 20:12 & 20; Ex 13:9 & 16. 

b. Circumcision of the flesh as a Sign from Yahweh, Gen17:11; And of the heart Deut 10:16, 30:6, Jer 4:4, 
Rom 2:29. 

c. Yahweh’s Mark: Ezek 9:4; Rev. 7:3; Rev 14:1, Bear My Name Acts 9:15; 

d. A sign of Yeshua’s mark is Keeping His commandments; He is Yahweh. John 14:15-16. 

e. His people have a ‘hedge’ about them; Job 1:10; bring forth the ‘good vineyard’, or the ‘hedge’ will come down. 
(Mat 12:1); Ezek 13:5 “My priests, have not gone up into the gaps, neither built up the hedge for the house of Israel, to 
stand in the battle in the day of Yahweh.” Ezek 22:30  “And I sought for a man among them, that should make up the 
hedge, and stand in the gap before me for the land, that I should not destroy it: but I found none.”  

i. The mark of the beast, the world, Ezek 9:5-6; Rev.13:16; 14; 9,11.  

ii. My Sheep know my Voice; (not the goats). Psa 95:7; John 10:3-4;  John 10:16; John 10:27; 

iii. His signs and marks are how you live, (James 1:22,23,25,2:14,17,18,20,24,26) Are we filled with life, 
Yeshua (life) or filled with fear, confusion, fearfulness, hatred, jealously, misgivings, self-ambitions, ulterior motives, 
anxiety, doubts, paranoia, terror, suspicions and  mistrust. This is Fruit of the Flesh Gal 5:19  This is a result of 
thought patterns, Yeshua told us this in Matt 5, lust and evil thoughts! 

iv. As you think & as you talk becomes a self fulfilled prophecy. When you walk into a room, stop and ask your self, 
do I have fear, paranoia, misgivings, or am I filled with the God of the Patriarchs? Do I have Life?   It’s all about 
what our thoughts dwell on.  II Cor 10:3-6. Casting down imaginations, and having all our thoughts in HIS will. 
Coming against our disobedience and having HIS obedience in our lives.  

v. The sign of HIS people, “Unto you those that fear HIM” Malachi 4:1-6; Luke 1:17 The purpose of the Spirit 
of Elijah 

5. Ex 33:18 Show me your glory!  V.22 Yahweh puts Moshe in Yeshua, the Rock. See I Cor 10:4 
6. Ex 33:21-22 The Rock H6697   tsu’r    צ ו ּ◌ר     rock, rock (of God), Rock (noun proper deity), Ps 81:16, Honey in 
the Rock; Job 28:10, precious jewels/treasure in the Rock; A name for God; I Sam 2:2, A name for Yeshua, II Cor 10:4;

I.Read Ex 33:12-13, this little prayer and request is something that caused great results from Yahweh?  
Can you explain these results and how it may apply to you? Yahweh agrees that HIS PRESENCE will go 
before Moshe. It will distinguish Moshe and Israel from all the peoples on the face of the earth. This is the presence of 
God, (Ruach haKodesh) that He has put in HIS Temple of Today. Does His presence go before you? Yes it does! 

II.  What was going to distinguish Moses and the Israelites from the peoples on the face of the earth? 
Yahweh would be before them and His presence would always be there. 

III. In Ex 33:1-4 we see Yahweh tells them to go, directly to the Promised Land, but who was going to go 
with them? Yahweh wouldn’t go with them because they are a ‘stiff necked people’ and He might destroy them on the 
way so He would send an angel. 

IV. In 33:20 Yahweh said something that is quite alarming. What did He tell Moses?  Exo 33:20 And He said, 
You cannot see My face. For there shall no man can see Me and live. 

V. If this is true then who did Moshe and the elders see on the mountain top?  (Ex 24:9-12; I Cor 10:3-4). What a great 
picture of the Kingdom Realm in which Moshe, Aaron, his sons, Abihu and Nadab, and the 70 elders, saw the kingdom and Yahweh. 
We know you can’t see Yahweh and live, and Yahweh knew this, so He became Flesh so they could see his presence and glory, He 
was Yeshua. 

VI.In 33:21-23, Yahweh describes what He would do. What do you think the Rock represents and why do you think 
so?  Yahweh put His Authority, (His Hand-Yeshua) on Moshe and Hid him in the cleft of the ‘Rock’, and from Deut 32 we know the 
Rock is Yeshua. What an awesome picture of His grace and love for Moshe and Israel.  

VII.This passage in Ex 34:6-7 describes some of the attributes of Yeshua/Yahweh, can you relate this to any Brit 
Hadashah scriptures?  These are so awesome and beautiful as they describe The God of the Old Testament. This is the Loving 
Yahweh, though some of you may think it is describing Jesus, remember, Yeshua and Yahweh are the same.  If you read Gal 5:22-
23, we see the Fruit of Love/Spirit; these also describe God’s presence in YOU, Wow, I just love HIS Word! How about you? 

VIII. Please explain what Ex 34:20b, “no one is to appear before me empty handed”, it is much more than 
your check? (Ps 100) We have always heard this as your tithing and offering, but Yahweh is preparing HIS Kingdom 
Priest to “SERVE HIM”, your life is before HIM always, your gifts in the spirit to serve His Body with the Living Sacrifice 
serving Him in each other and you will be sanctified. Present your self unto HIM and you will fulfill this Loving Request! 

IX. In Numbers 28:19-25, Passover and Unleaven is explained, when you have taken Unleaven out of 
your house and your diet for 7 days, what has it meant to you in the Realms of the Kingdom of God? We have 
experienced a presence of cleansing, a process that is “Life Long”. He is the cleansing process of removing the “Unleaven-
Unclean” realms from us, take the time to go through your house, read labels and remove the leavening product from your life 
and see His presence. 
X. Bonus: In Ex 34:29-35, can you explain what you think happened to Moses when he was on the mountain, 

and can you relate this to Acts 2? What an awesome picture of the Presence of HIS Shechinah His Glory, His Holy 
Spirit, this was the giving of the Holy Spirit to Moshe, this is the OT Acts. Pentecost is the 50th day, the last of the Counting 
of the Omer, the day when Yahweh fills His temple.
